First of ail iet
me thank you for your gracious hospitality and help during my recent visit. ! have
traveled over 15000 miles {including travel from india to U.S and back,) lived in 10
homes, ministered in 5 churches and five house gathering, took part in two Mission
conferences and conducted a half day seminar on Intercessory Prayer.

Considering my age, it was very demanding but the Lord gave me grace. | enjoyed warm
fellowship with alt God's people and is grateful for the contributions received as well. A
coupie of Churches have promised their support. During my absence Rev. Varghese
Mathew, Paul Samuel and Team as well as my wife Marykuity kept things going on in
India and | have wonderful reports of what God has done.

Here are some highlights.

1. Praise God for God's help in placing Bibles in over 2500 non-Christian homes in 200
villages during the past two months. We have exciting report of souls getting saved after
reading the Bibie. Each Bible is given along with a powerful evangelistic book in their
own language. Thanks for your gift for Bibies.

2. Praise God for Vision Manipur {North-East India) and Bro. L.S. Paul. We have given
one of our Jeeps for Paul and plans are underway to place Bible in Manipuri language.
There is a possibility of entering in Myanmar (Burma). This is exciting and do pray. Paul,
Viju and Rev. Nirmanik have traveled over 3000 miles by Jeep from Bangalore to
Manipur. There are thousands of homes in these mountain villages without Bibles.

3. Praise God for the testimony of Malini, one of the graduates of Tailoring School who is
now able to earn some funds by sewing. She said that God spoke to her by reading Deut
26: 11,12 to separate 10% of her earnings as tithe. She is a new believer and comes
from a poor non-Christian home. This has challenged my own heart too to increase my
giving for the Lord's work.

1. The coming Christmas in the Jungle which is always an exciting program? There will
be few hundreds Villagers who will benefit from this. Over three hundred needy families
and 200 children will be receiving gift of ciothes as well as a sumptuous Christmas lunch
for all.
