GRAND OPENING - By the grace of God a dream was realized this year as Word of God College
began its school year in our new college facility. From its inception the college had met in a three-
room apartment, which included a kitchen and bathroom. But just before our school year ended
she (the landlord) gave us a 30-day notice and told us that we would have to move.

Everyone began searching for another apartment to rent in our price range, but there was nothing
we could afford that would meet our needs. But at exactly the right time, Jim Dumas and the staff
found an apartment for sale that sounded like what we were looking for. It was actuaily two
apartments side by side which had been made into one big apariment with two baths, a kitchen
and six other rooms which had been remodeled into offices. it had everything we had been
praying for: space for Oleg and Nina to have their own offices, a library, two good sized
classrooms, a lounge area and a large kitchen.

God had provided just enough money in our building fund so that we were able to close on the
apartment and move in even before the end of our school year. Our graduation was held in our
new facility. Oleg and a crew of workers labored hard all summer rewiring and making repairs,
and by September 1 it was ready for our first day of classes. What a difference this has made in
the atmosphere, it feels like a real college.
