However, | was even more
chailenged as [ reviewed that scripture in Esther 4:14 locking for that often quoted phrase, “for such a
time as this.” Yet. it wasn't that part of the verse that got me. It was, “For if you remain silent at this
time. refief and defiverance will arise for the Jews from ancther place...” If that new believer in the
slums of a city in Vietnam hadn't shared the gospel with Thar Thi Thanh Man “Esiher” God would
have found someone else and probably someone else missed out on a privileged opportunity to
share the greatest news on the planet with such a ready person.

Millions and millions in the Philippines, Asia, and the Middle East as well as almost every
place in the world have been positive at God-consciousness and God has provided gospel
information under all the circumstances. No doubt, millions more are “ready” right now in our
generation, and | don't want to be one of the ones that “remain silent” and allow "such a time as this”
to pass us by.

Day One
Genesis 1:3-5

Gen 1:3 = Light Called Into Existence.

1:3 C.T. = Then Elohim said, "Let light become;" and light became.

Gen 1:4 = Light And Darkness Separated.

1:4 C.T. = And Elohim saw the light that it was good and Elohim caused to
distinguish between the light and between the darkness.

2. Notice the pattern of the Restoration process on the six days:

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3. There is no darkness in God, therefore something happened that
brought it about so as to precede this newly created light. 1 John 1:5

4, Darkness is clearly associated with “sin” and “evil” in Scripture, so
this lends further proof to the Fall of Satan prior to these events.
John 1:4-5; 3:19; 8;12

5. Division from God occurs when sin enters the picture. Isa §9:1-2

6. This description of physical events has spiritual counterparis, so
that one will seek the “True Light” and not stay in “spiritual
darkness.” John 12:46; 2 Cor 4:6; 1 Pet 2:9

7. To reject the validity of the historical accuracy of these events
though is to question the accuracy of the Scriptures.

Gen 1:5 = The First Two Designations.

1:5 C.T. = And Elohim called the light day, and the darkness He called
night. And it became evening and it became morning, one day.

Some divine designations in Genesis 1:

Light ('"OR} called day (YOM). 1:5

Darkness (CHOSHEK) called night (LAYLAH) 1:5
The expanse called heaven. 1:8

The dry land called earth. 1:10

The gathering of waters called seas. 1:10
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God here establishes time as we know it.

In the Old Testament the word “day” (YOM) is frequently used to
describe time periods other than literal 24 hour days.

However, the words evening (‘EREBH} and morning (BOQER) are
never used that way in the Old Testament.

Nor is the word “day” with an ordinal number (first, second, efc.)
ever used for a period of time greater than 24 hours in the Old
Testament.

God separated light and darkness on earth and designated the
period of light as day and the period of darkness as night, even
before there was a sun and moon.

Conclusion: Whatever is described on these days took place in 24
hours or less.

People who are looking to prove a point often stop looking when
they a believe their point is proven. An example is when one finds
the use of the word “day” in a metaphorical sense, but fails to
consider the other statements around it. If evening and morning
were not used and second, third and fourth days, etc., were not used
then there would be an opening to allow for extended periods of
time.

It is possible however at this point to say that there were periods of
time between these 24 hour days. One must ask “why?”
