Now
how will they know this unless someone gives them a copy of the Bible”? Think of the number of
Bibles a Christian home has, while in India the non-Christians have never seen a copy of the
Bible.

You can sponsor 1, 25, 100 or more Bibles for U.P. and this would be a lasting and eternal
investment for the sake of the lost in India. Also please Jet your church and friends know about
the challenge we face in India.

Pray For BIBLE VISION INDIA, a Bible For Bible less Homes. We have already placed over
108,525 Bibles in 5491 Villages in 7 States.

BIBLE VISION INDIA - There are millions of Homes in India without a Bible. Though the Bible
is translated into several Indian languages, the Bible remains with the Christians and has not yet
reached the non- Christian homes. When presented the non-Christian receive the Bible with
great respect and many consider it as their privilege to get a copy.

Quiet Comner India has been in the forefront these past few years placing Bibles in such Bible
less homes in India. The Lord has now challenged our hearts to reach every district in Uttar
Pradesh in North India with His Word; hence we share this vision and strategy with you. Our
burning passion and vision is to saturate this nation with the knowiedge of the only true and
living God, the God of the Bible. How can they know Him without a copy of the Bible. Who can
meet this gigantic need? Only an united effort of all God's people who love the Lord and this
nation can help us to meet this challenge.

VISION: REACH U.P WITH BIBLES - Utiar Pradesh in one of the largest and also the most
orthodox Hindu State in the Indian Union. Hinduism, Jainism and [slam have deep roots in this
State. People are extremely religious and are hungry for God.

UTTAR PRADESH (U.P.) FACTS - U.P. has 71 Districts with a populaticn of over 18 Crores
{one crore = 10 million).

20 PILGRIMS CENTERS - 5 miillion people visiting these various Centers annually. Most of
these are seeking salvation and peace!

VARANASI (BENARES) is one of the districts considered as - the most Holy city of the Hindus.
It is also known for it's "burning ghats” on the banks of the holy river Ganges where dead baodies
are burnt 24 hours of the day. If the dead bodies are burnt here their souls my go direct to
heaven is the common belief.



- Christian population - less than 1 %
- Produced Five Prime Ministers of India in the past.
- Literacy is 43% and the main spoken language is Hindi.

The State is wide open for the gospel now and enjoys moderate democracy. Now is the time to
move into this State with the Word of God, the Bible, which alone can show these hungry souis
the way of salvation in Jesus, introducing the only true and living God. Our desire is to enter
every district with Bible in our hands and prayer in our hears.

"If you can win U.P. for Jesus you can easily win the rest of India so goes the saying".
MISSION - Te place 1000 Bibles in 71 Districts in two to three years time (2008-2011).

STRATEGY - Establish prayer cell in each district. Co-ordinate with existing Churches, Missions
& Evangelists in U.P. Establish 500 House churches in responsive villages after the sowing of
His word. (Harvest after sowing).

BUDGET AND COST - 71,000 Bibles (1000 Bibles in each district)

71,000 Evangelistic Book “Voyage to Eternity” (each Bible is given with a copy of this powerful
evangelistic book." Vehicles - 3 Jeeps to carry the Teams and Bibles, Travel and
administration. Total cost of placing the Bibles in a home comes to $7.00 per Bible. (This
includes cost of the Bible, book and operational expenses.)

PRAYER NEEDS - Pray that the Lord would keep the enemy under control and that the Teams
would enjoy God's protection and care.

- Pray that God would meet the budget of approx a millions dollars for three years. But this
could well be one of the greatest investments anyone can make for lost souls in this land of
India.

- Pray that God would give us like-minded ministry-Partners, Churches, Funding Agencies and
individuals both to pray and to support us financially.

- Pray that Bibles would be available with the Bible Society for us to purchase since ours would
be a large request.

- That God would add to us dedicated men and women as "Calebs" willing to endure hardness
for the sake of the Gospel.

What is our credential for this gigantic step of faith? - yes, like David, we have only one
testimony, and that is during the past seven years, God has enabled us to kill a bear and a lion
here in the South as the Team entered 5600 Villages and placed over 100,000 Bibles in eight
States. This meant traveling thousands of miles by Jeep and foot with Bibles in our hands, and
prayer in our hearts. Now we are after the giant Goliath of U.P. The same Gad, who has helped
us thus far will hand over Goliath to us to His glory. This is our only credentiai. Like Caleb we
are claiming "Hebron (U.P.) the land of the Giants for Jesus”. We do covet your prayers and
support.
