





thousands of refugees who appeared at their doorstop, naked and bleeding after the storm. Some
refugees arrived missing hands, arms and even legs as a result of the storm.They survived by
climbing up into palm trees and hanging on for 12 hours until the 25 foot tidal surges
subsided. Many had tried to hang on to their children but after many hours, their strength was gone.
They watched their children ripped away by wind and water and never found their bodies.

One Bible school down in that area has taken in hundreds of orphans because there is no place for
them to go. The government has forbidden all of our orphanage leaders (and all other orphanages
in the area) to bring in any of the disaster victims. They have called the leaders in to meet with the
local authorities who told them that if they are caught with even one orphan from that disaster area,
the government will shut them down. So we are having our people bring money and relief down to
those areas instead. It is the government's plan, evidentially, to just eliminate the population down
there because most of them are from one of the tribal groups that has been very rebellious against
the government and have been fighting to have independence for decades.

With the relief money we also have purchased thousands of Bibles since so many Christians in
those areas lost theirs during the storm. In spite of the devastation to their homes and loss of many
personal possessions, one of the main things our people are asked for when they go down to areas
where there are churches, is that they will bring them Bibles on their next trip. And because of all
of the evangelism going on there is a great need for Bibles for new believers as well. We also have
provided money for a fishing boat and nets for one of the church groups down there so they can
feed their people and zlso start to provide some income and jobs. We are hoping to supply more
money for fishing boats and nets in the future as well.

Some of the relief money went {0 provide repairs to the homes of our national workers and other
pastors that are in the devastated areas. We have so far provided money to dig new wells in 6
villages where the water supply was poliuted by the storm and subsequent flocding. We were able
to leave money for all of our IMCP ouireach missionaries to provide rice, shelter and oiher
necessities for the believers that are members of their house church ministries. We gave money to
the woman who was running a ministry. She now teaches the Kids in a lean-to attached to her
house. We left money for her to build on to her house a large, covered porch and to fix the roof so
she can continue the ministry with the children. We are also giving her weekly money for food.

We also left money for many mission trips to be done by our IMCP Outreach group. They will go
into various storm hit areas and bring food, medical supplies and some clothing that we purchased
for them and will also distribute Bibles. They will stay in the area for several days so they can have
evangelistic meetings while they are doing the relief work. We want alt of the relief efforts to have
the purpose of bringing the gospel to people either by direct evangelism or by building relationships
with hard hit villages so our outreach people can retum to evangelize and plant churches.

Julie is also going to the prisons and work camps with relief supplies and is finding that the storm
has provided even greater opportunities to share the gospel. Because of the greatly increased
prices for food, the prisoner's rations have been cut even further so that they are literally starving to
death. As a result, many doors have opened for her and our other prison workers fo visit places
and give the gospel as long as they also bring food for the prisoners. Even the guards are suffering
so they welcome anyone caming with any help whatsoever for the prisoners.

As | said, hearing all of these stories and the suffering going on there was very painful for all of
us on this trip. But we were so encouraged to be able to share your gifts with the people there.
And we're very proud of our national workers. They have all been very dedicated to helping the
victims of the storm. We will continue {0 send money over there as it comes in for the relief efforts
and rebuilding. The people of MM desperately need our help now and we believe that God is going
to cause this temible disaster to work out for good in the lives of many over there.
