PASSING THE BATON TO RAMON PEREA, BOGOTA, COLUMBIA: Welcome fo Leticia, Colombia, a
thriving town in the middle of the Amazon jungle. Since 1896 Dave has taken 2-3 trips a year to the
Coelombian jungle region to build contacts with focal leadership and spread the vision of the missionary
call to every tribe and nation. Part of God's amazing plan over the past decade was meeting pastor
Ramon Perea in 1988 and beginning the long process of discipling and equipping him. One message
Dave struggled to pass on to Ramon in those years of teaching was the missionary challenge Christ left
to His disciples. How do you teach the "go ye" concept from a textbook? Last year God planted the idea
in Dave's heart to invite Ramon to join him on a missionary trip to see for himself the un-reached people
groups inside his own country.

David soon leamed that some of the best mentoring moments tzke place outside the classroom
in common life seftings that tend to siretch us, define our character and put boots on our Christian faith.
Cnce his mentor and teacher, now Bave and Ramon are coworkers for Christ. Come with us as we
watch God plant His vision for the lost in the heart of ancther servant of God.

Time to load up the boat. Along the way they passed a Colombian milifary patrol. It is usually easy to tell
the real scldiers as they wear leather boots. The guerrillas always garish rubber boots. Ramon never
showed any signs of nervousness or fear even though the trip came with its typical challenges. The
team heads upstream to a tribal community. Unexpected delays are common on the river. Our expert
guide and friend Luis and his Brazilian helper worked to restart the Yamaha outboard motor after they
tore it completely apart to extract a plastic bag caught in the motor!

We are now ready to minister at our first stop. David watched with a full heart as Ramon visited the tribal
children for the first time. Ramon was deeply moved witnessing the rugged conditions around him. He
told David later that it reminded him of the first burden God gave him over 15 years ago when he came to
Christ. Ramon dreamed of starting a ministry among the sireet children of Bogota. Today his church has
a thriving ministry with six youth clubs across the city working with many needy children. Now would
another burden be ignited in his heart?

After severai Bible stories the children begged {o play games. Young people are the same all over the
worid and love to have fun even in the hot muddy jungle. This past June we delivered soccer balls and
other sports items to this community tucked in the rainforest near Brazil. Afterwards Dave and Ramon
passed out clothing, toys, candy and their last Bibles! Time to say, "adios"to many new friends. The
vision of tribal evangelism was carefully and successfully communicated. it was now in the Lord's hands
to water and increase the burden. By the end of the four day trip God had answered prayer as
the vision quickly ignited in the heart of Pastar Ramon. He saw the need, heard the call, and his church
would respond. Back in Leticia after another long hot day Mission accomplished! The vision has been
planted and caught!

UPDATE FROM BRATISLAVA, SLOVAKIA: SAD NEWS: it is with heavy hearts thai we write to you.
We are expecting another baby which has been diagnosed by ultrasound with an open abdominal wall
and a rare and very serious neural tube defect called encephalocele which affects the brain. The baby is
four months along at this point, and at yesterday's appointment the gynecologist said that he/she wouyld
likely live to full term but definitely not be able to live
outside the woemb because of the severity of the case.

We ask for your prayers for strength, wisdom in sharing the news here, and also opportunities to witness.
The normal response in this country is to immediately terminate such a pregnancy, so we want to share
about our trust in the Lord and decision to let Him do as He wishes. We've even had some opportunities
already. The hematologist whorm we've known for several years and who's currently treating me for a
blood clot in my leg was displeased that the gynecologist hadn't already scheduled an abortion and said



that the baby's life "has no meaning". | just shared that God is in control and will help us through. I'm
praying that I'll be able to share the heart of the gospel with her sometime through this pregnancy.

The gynecologist has been very gracious and supportive in our decisions. We've witnessed to him some
in the past, so he seems to understand our perspective, which we greatly appreciate. We're so thankiul
as well for the comfort and support that we've received from our families over the phone and from the
Woard. Verses like Romans 8:28, Proverbs 3:5-6, and Job 2:10 are a real part of our faith every day. I'm
continuing to wear the torture tight and give myseif the anti-coagulation ("blocd thinner") shots each day
to help prevent further clots from developing because pregnancy significantly increases the clotling factor.
| wouldn't normally have had to begin deing the shots until now, but the ankle injury and brace last month
cut down the circulation and caused the cict to form. | developed an allergic reaction to the shots that 've
been using the last 3 weeks, so yesterday the hematologist prescribed another kind. One annoying thing
here is that doctors don't call in prescriptions to the pharmacy, so Tracy had to drive all the way across
town to the hospital to pick it up from her in person. )t was an interesting point of contact, though, as one
of her colleagues asked Tracy for some English conversation lessons.

ON THE HUMORQUS SIDE: We don't have the chicken pox or measles, but we sure look like it!
Screens aren't commonly used on windows here, and with the cooler nights the mosquitces have been
attacking in fult force. l've started putting OFF on the kids at bedtime, which has really helped, but boy do
they look spotty when | forget! Our impaorted supply of Chigger-X is running low, but | brought back an
extra botile of OFF from the US last summer. :-)

CHURCH: Please pray that LUCIA would ceontinue to grow through the Word and fellowship. It's so
touching fo see her faith blossom. We're also greatly encouraged by KAMIL and JANA, newcomers to our
church whom we mentioned in the last update. Tomorrow's meeting will be in our home, and we'll have a
meal afierward.

3:4 C.T. = And the serpent said to the woman, "“Not dying shall you die!

Summary:

1. The serpent actually quoted Yahweh Elohim with more accuracy claiming
that no death of any kind would occur.

Their new knowledge changed their innocence.

They were now guilty and sought to cover their own nakedness.

In a sense they prepared for a battle that they had just lost, but would be
entering into a hattle against God.
